Per State requirement, Assumption Catholic Schools holds two Board of Directors meetings per year. 
The purpose is to inform parents on the State of the Schools, provide updates to parents, and answer 
parent questions.     

The meeting was called to order by Kerry Klein at 4:33 pm. 
 
Fr. Schaller led with prayer. 

• Kerry Klein gave an update on enrollment. OLQH: 105 SVDP: 87 AMS: 111 AHS: 132 Total  
enrollment 4K-12: 435.There are 214 WPCP participants and 31 SNSP participants. Enrollment 
was at 409 students last year at this time. 

• The DPI will release the Accountability Report Cards in November for the 2024-2025 school year. 
ACS does not participate in an all school report card. The scores reported only reflect our WPCP 
participants if they opted to take the required assessments. The School Report Card will be sent 
home and information posted on our website. All other student assessment data is posted on 
the ACS website as well.  Assumption Catholic Schools Curriculum 

• Act 20: Beginning in the 2027-2028 school year, a new Wisconsin early literacy law will impact 
students going from 3rd to 4th grade. Starting in 2027-2028, students who score below grade 
level on the reading portion of the Wisconsin Forward Exam and are promoted to fourth grade 
must receive: 

-Intensive reading support and progress monitoring 
  -Summer reading programs until they reach grade level 
               -Written notice to parents describing the services provided 

• Deacon Michael provided an ACS update:  
o Our most recent audit was successful. Our Enrollment Audit will take place in 

November. 
o We are working to close the gap between “cost to educate” and tuition received per 

student. 
o A number of factors have caused parish subsidies to ACS to be reduced: declining 

actively engaged parishioners, lower collections/monetary contributions, with rising 
costs to maintain church buildings, the result will be a lower subsidy passed on to ACS.

• Fr. Schaller provided a parish update: 
o SS Peter and Paul – demo has begun on the school. This will provide additional parking 

and green space. Many items from the school were able to be sold, donated, and 
repurposed. 

o The bishop is in the process of developing a plan for our parishes as attendance is 
declining. One adjustment has been assigning a pastor to multiple parishes and keeping 
the pastor in place for a longer duration.
